	Resolution of Disputes          

7.1  Amicable settlement 

a)  Any dispute of whatever nature arising out of or in relation to this agreement shall in the first instance be attempted to be resolved by way of amicable settlement by the Employer and the Contractor.

b)  The Employer and the Contractor shall make every effort to resolve amicably by direct informal negotiation any disagreement or dispute arising between them under or in connection with the Contract. 

c)  If after thirty (30) Days from the commencement of such informal negotiation the Employer and the Contractor have been unable to resolve amicably a contractual dispute, either party may require that the dispute be referred for resolution to the formal mechanism stated in Clause 7.2 and 7.3 herein. These mechanisms may include, but not restricted to, condition mediated by a third party, adjudication in an agreed national forum and/or arbitration

7.2 Dispute Adjudication Board (DAB)
7.2.1 Appointment of the Dispute Adjudication Board (DAB)

Any dispute of whatever nature arising out of or in relation to this agreement shall be referred to a "Dispute Adjudication Board (DAB)” for decision. The Parties shall appoint a DAB.

The DAB shall comprise, three suitably qualified persons (“the members”), who shall be professionals experienced in the type of Works and with the interpretation of contractual documents, one of whom shall serve as chairman.

Each of the Parties shall appoint one member to serve on the Dispute Adjudication board (DAB).  The Parties shall consult both these members and shall agree upon the third member, who shall be appointed to act as the chairman.

The agreement between the Parties and each of the three members shall incorporate by reference the General Conditions of Dispute Adjudication Agreement contained in the Appendix to these Contract Data, with such amendments as are agreed between them.

The terms of the remuneration of the three members, including the remuneration of any expert whom the DAB consults, shall be mutually agreed upon by the Parties when agreeing the terms of appointment of the member or such expert (as the case may be).  Each Party shall be responsible for paying one-half of this remuneration.

If a member declines to act or is unable to act as a result of death, disability, resignation or termination of appointment, a replacement shall be appointed in the same manner as the replaced person was required to have been nominated or agreed upon, as described in this Sub-Clause.

The appointment of any member may be terminated by mutual agreement of both Parties, but not by the Employer or the Contractor acting alone.  Unless otherwise agreed by both Parties, the appointment of the DAB (including each member) shall expire when the Issuing Final Acceptance Certificate.

7.2.2 Failure to Agree on the Composition of the Dispute Adjudication Board

If any of the following conditions apply, namely:

(a) either Party fails to nominate a member of a DAB by such date,

(b) the Parties fail to agree upon the appointment of the third member (to act as chairman) of the DAB by such date, or

(c) The Parties fail to agree upon the appointment of a replacement person within 42 Days after the date on which the one of the three members declines to act or is unable to act as a result of death, disability, resignation or termination of appointment.

Then Institute for Construction Industry Development Authority (CIDA) shall, upon the request of either or both of the Parties and after due consultation with both Parties, appoint this member of the DAB.  This appointment shall be final and conclusive. Each Party shall be responsible for paying one-half of the expenses / disbursements incurred by (CIDA).

7.2.3 Obtaining Dispute Adjudication Board’s Decision

If a dispute (of any kind whatsoever) arises between the Parties in connection with, or arising out of, the Contract or the execution of the Works, including any dispute as to any certificate, determination, instruction, opinion or valuation of the Engineer, either Party may refer the dispute in writing to the DAB for its decision, with copies to the other Party and the Engineer.  Such reference shall state that it is given under this Sub-Clause.

The DAB shall be deemed to have received such reference on the date when it is received by the chairman of the DAB.

Both Parties shall promptly make available to the DAB all such additional information, further access to the Site, and appropriate facilities, as the DAB may require for the purposes of making a decision on such dispute.  The DAB shall be deemed to be not acting as arbitrators(s).

Within 84 Days after receiving such reference, or within such other period as may be proposed by the DAB and approved by both Parties, the DAB shall give its decision, which shall be reasoned and shall state that it is given under this Sub-Clause.  The decision shall be binding on both Parties, who shall promptly give effect to it unless and until it shall be revised in an amicable settlement or an arbitral award as described below.  Unless the Contract has already been abandoned, repudiated or terminated, the Contractor shall continue to proceed with the Works in accordance with the Contract.

If either Party is dissatisfied with the DAB’s decision, then either Party may, within 28 Days after receiving the decision, give notice to the other Party of its dissatisfaction and intention to commence arbitration.  If the DAB fails to give its decision within the period of 84 Days (or as otherwise approved) after receiving such reference, then either Party may, within 28 Days after this period has expired, give notice to the other Party of its dissatisfaction and intention to commence arbitration.

In either event, this notice of dissatisfaction shall state that it is given under this Sub-Clause, and shall set out the matter in dispute and the reasons(s) for dissatisfaction.  Except as stated in Sub-Clause 7.2.4 [Failure to Comply with Dispute Adjudication Board’s Decision] and Sub-Clause 7.2.5 [Expiry of Dispute Adjudication Board’s Appointment], neither Party shall be entitled to commence arbitration of a dispute unless a notice of dissatisfaction has been given in accordance with this Sub-Clause.

If the DAB has given its decision as to a matter in dispute to both Parties, and no notice of dissatisfaction has been given by either Party within 28 Days after it received the DAB’s decision, then the decision shall become final and binding upon both Parties. 

7.2.4 Failure to Comply with Dispute Adjudication Board’s Decision

In the event that a Party fails to comply with a DAB decision which has become final and binding, then the other Party may, without prejudice to any other rights it may have, refer the failure itself to arbitration under Sub-Clause 7.3 [Arbitration].  Sub-Clause 7.2.3 [Obtaining Dispute Adjudication Board’s Decision] shall not apply to this reference.

 7.2.5 Expiry of Dispute Adjudication Board’s Appointment

If a dispute arises between the Parties in connection with, or arising out of, the Contract or the execution of the Works and there is no DAB in place, whether by reason of the expiry of the DAB’s appointment or otherwise:

(a) Sub-Clause 7.2.3 [Obtaining Dispute Adjudication Board’s Decision] shall not apply, and

(b) the dispute may be referred directly to arbitration under Sub-Clause 7.3 [Arbitration]

The Contractor shall make his own arrangements for the engagement of all labour local or otherwise, and, save in so far as the contract otherwise provides for the transport, housing, feeding and payment thereof.

The Contractor shall where possible employ skilled and semi-skilled labour possessing Certificate for National Vocational Qualification (NVQ) of Trade Tests issued by the National Vocational Authority or other relevant authorized institution. The Contractor shall ensure that at least 15% of his skilled/semi-skilled labour force at any time possess NVQ Test Certificates.  In the alternative, the Contractor shall arrange for at least 15% of his skilled/semi-skilled work force to be Trade Tested at the next NVQ Test being conducted by the National Vocational Authority or other relevant authorized institution.  In respect of heavy earthmoving equipment operators, the percentage of those possessing the National Certificate of Competence or those required to be tested will be 100%.  The failure of the Contractor to comply with the above will result in a deduction of 0.3% of each interim payment certificate until compliance with above when the amount withheld will be refunded.

The Contractor shall, so far as is reasonably practicable, having regard to local conditions provide on the site to the satisfaction of the Engineer’s Representative, an adequate supply of drinking and other water for the use of the Contractor’s staff and work force.

The contractor shall provide an office and maintain as described in the contract for the sole use of the Engineer’s Representative and his staff. The office shall consist of a floor area not less than 200 sq.m. including a laboratory area, a wash room and a kitchen located within a radius of 75 to100 m to the work site. 

The office shall be suitable in all respects for the weather resistance and thermal insulation conditions prevailing in the area and 24 hours security shall be provided.

The office shall be furnished, equipped with electricity, lights, water, air conditioning, telephone, shall have stand by power generating provision and ready for occupation at an agreed location and use within 7 Days of the start date of the Works, and fully serviced within 28 Days of that date. Contractor shall make all arrangements including payment for all service connections.

Contractor shall provide at least 4 (four) parking spaces adjacent to the office area for the sole use by the Engineer’s Representative and his staff and visitors.

Telephone facilities for the Engineer’s Representative shall have separate connections direct to a public telephone exchange with privacy of conversation for the Engineer’s Representative other than the other staff.

The wash room facilities shall contain 1 Nr WC, 1 Nr. wash basin with potable water, 1 Nr. instantaneous water heater, 1 Nr. roller towel, 1 Nr. soap dispenser, toilet roll supply, and shower complete. Both the wash room facilities and the kitchen unit shall be connected to a clean water supply source and shall be served by mains drainage or septic tank.

All office provided for the use of the Engineer’s Representative and his staff shall be properly cleaned and maintained daily.

2. Mobile Field Office

Contractor shall provide and maintain mobile type field office for the use of the Engineer’s staff. This shall be maintained by the Contractor until the completion of construction works. Equipment and furnishing of the mobile field office shall become the property of the Contractor thereafter.

The mobile offices shall be provided with sufficient ventilation, weather proofed, insulated and painted internally and externally. Travelling distance shall be written in the running chart daily and those distances should be, authorized by the officer who uses the vehicle.

d) Vehicles shall be ready to be provided from 8.00 am to 5.00 pm on any day including government and mercantile holidays as requested by the officer who use the vehicle. The vehicles shall also be ready for use during or after office hours on these days.

e) Hired vehicle should be parked at night time and during weekends at the project office or Water Board premises approved by the Engineer’s Representative.

f) The NWSDB is not responsible for any accidents and repairs of the offered vehicles.  Any compensation to driver, users, public and third party property shall be borne by the Contractor at his cost. 

g) If the vehicle will not be provided for work because of, an accident or sudden repair work, a replacement vehicle shall be provided.  The replaced vehicle shall be fulfilling the following conditions.

PREAMBLE NOTES ON DAYWORK SCHEDULES
General


Reference should be made to Clause 53 of the Conditions of Contract. Work shall not be executed on daywork basis except by written order of the Engineer. The rates specifies shall apply to any quantities of daywork ordered by the Engineer. Daywork rates are exclusive of VAT.


The daywork rates for labour, material and Contractor’s Equipment do not include percentages to cover Contractor’s overhead and profit. Contractor may add maximum percentage over and above the daywork rate to cover overhead and profit as specified in each section below.

Labour for daywork


Only the time of different classes of labour directly doing work ordered by the Engineer and for which they are competent to perform will be measured. The time of gangers (charge hands) actually doing the work with the gangs will also be measured but not the time of foreman or other supervisory personnel.


The daywork rates for labour shall cover all direct costs to the Contractor, including the amounts of wages paid to such labour, transporting time, subsistence allowances and any sums paid to or in on behalf of such labour for social benefits in accordance with Sri Lankan Law.


The overhead and profit component, maximum of 15% of daywork rates to cover the Contractor’s profit, overhead, superintendence, liabilities and insurance and allowances to labour, time keeping, clerical and office work, the use of consumable stores, utilities, the cost of using, repairing and maintaining the tools necessary to each class of workman.

Material for daywork


The basic rates for material is based on the invoice price, freight, insurance, handling expenses, damages, losses, wastages etc. and shall provide and delivery to site as directed by the Engineer. The Contractor shall be entitled to payment in respect of materials used for daywork at the maximum of 6% of daywork to cover the overhead and profit.

Contractor’s Equipment for daywork


The Contractor shall be entitled to payment in respect of Contractor’s Equipment employed on daywork. The rates include due and complete allowance for depreciation, interest, indemnity and insurance, repairs, maintenance, supplies, fuel, lubricants and other consumables. Contractor may add a maximum of 10% overhead and profit component to the daywork rates to cover his profit, overhead, superintendence, administrative costs related to use such equipment, liabilities, time keeping and any other allied works.
In calculating the payment due to the Contractor for Contractor’s Equipment employed on daywork, only the actual number of working hours will be eligible for payment, except that where applicable and agreed with the Engineer, the travelling time from the part of the site where the Contractor’s Equipment was located when ordered by the Engineer to be employed on daywork and the time of return journey there to shall be considered for payment.

PREAMBLE NOTES FOR PIPE LAYING
(For Rate Contracts)

General Notes

1. In the Bill of Quantities, the item descriptions identify the Work that has to be carried out, but in order to ascertain the exact nature and extent of the Work to be performed, the bidder shall read the General Conditions, Contract data, Specifications, Type Drawings, Preamble notes and any other relevant documents as specified and as included in the document and also shall be read in conjunction with the heading and item description as described in the BOQ.

2. The Works as executed shall be measured for payment in accordance with the method adopted in the “Civil Engineering Standard Method of Measurement - 3rd Edition (CESMM3)” published by the Institution of Civil Engineers, UK under the item as therein set forth. The Rates included for the complete execution of the Works as depicted in the Type Drawings and as specified in Technical Specifications and other relevant documents included in the contract document. 

3. The measurement of works which are not covered by the CESMM3 or any deviation from CESMM3 shall be measured as specified in this preamble.

4. The objective of Preamble notes is to set forth the procedure according to which the BOQ has been prepared and priced.

5. If any discrepancy is found with the CESMM3 and this preamble, CESMM3 will be superseded by this Preamble.

6. If any discrepancy is found between code of CESMM3, preamble, an item description, the item description shall prevail.

7. This preamble bounded with the Conditions of Contract as per the ICTAD/CIDA Standard Bidding Document for Procurement of Works (ICTAD/SBD/01) as defined in the bidding document.

8. Add to the end of Clause 1.15 of Section 1 of CESMM3, “or equivalent Sri Lanka Standard (SLS)”.

9. ICE Conditions of Contract in Clauses of CESMM3 shall be replaced with the relevant Clauses of Conditions of Contract referred to in this Contract document.

10. Measurement unit of composite items shall be either “nr” (“number”) or “sum” as specified in the BOQ and it cover all costs incurred by the Contractor to complete the Works as shown in the drawings and as specified in the specifications.

11. The Quantities stated in the Bill of Quantities of the EOI document are estimated quantities. However the Rates given with the EOI shall not vary depending on the actual quantities. 

12. The quantities have been computed net using dimensions from the drawings as per Clause 5.18 of CESMM3 unless directed otherwise by the Contract.

13. In addition to the abbreviations specified in Clause 5.19 of CESMM3 following abbreviations also shall be applicable.

14. General Contingency/ General Contingency Allowance specified in the Clause 5.25 of CESMM3 shall mean the contingency amount specified in the Grand Summary of Bill of Quantities in the EOI document.

15. Conditions referred in the Section 7 of CESMM3 shall be the Conditions of Contract of EOI document.

Part II

CLASS A - GENERAL ITEMS

A.1. Any items of works or services complimentary to the Works which are not specifically provided in Class A of BOQ or provisional sums shall be included in the Rates.
A.2. Rates and prices entered in the BOQ under Class I, J, K and L included dewatering activities required to complete the work. Cost incurred for dewatering shall not be paid separately under Class A.

A.3. Code A 110 of CESMM3 shall mean Performance Security in the form of demand guarantee. Contractor shall obtain the Performance Security at his own cost and the cost will be reimbursed as per the item A.1 above. 

A.4. Insurance under code A 120 included the cost of provision of insurance for Works, Plant, Materials, Employer’s staff and any other insurance cover specified in the Contract except third party insurance.

A.5. Third Party insurance coverage shall compensate the loss or damages of any affected third parties and the Contractor shall relieve the Employer from any claims what so ever arising out of such events.

A.6. Rates and prices for surveying work items given in BOQ includes the relevant all works to complete that work as specified in the bidding document. 

CLASS B - GROUND INVESTIGATION
B.1. Rates and prices entered in the BOQ includes all descriptive features come under trial pits and trenches of Class B activities required to complete the work. Cost incurred for trial pits and trenches of Class B work shall not be paid separately under this Class.

CLASS D – DEMOLITION AND SITE CLEARANCE

D.1. Rates and prices entered in the BOQ included all descriptive features come under general clearance, removal of trees and stumps of Class D. Cost incurred for general clearance, removal of trees and stumps will not be paid separately under this Class.

CLASS I – PIPEWORK

I.1 Rates and prices entered in the BOQ excludes supply of pipes, flange protection material and warning tapes.

I.2 Rates and prices for pipe laying excludes for the items given below and considered separately under provisional sums.

1. Pipes on support.
2. Trenchless pipe laying. 
3. Pipe laying along marshy and paddy areas. 

I.3 Pressure class for both HDPE and uPVC pipes up to the diameter of 225mm not considered separately for the Rates in BOQ.

I.4 Rates and prices entered in the BOQ includes all descriptive features come under trial pits and trenches of Class B activities required to complete the work.

I.5 Rates and prices entered in the BOQ includes all descriptive features come under general clearance, removal of trees and stumps of Class D. 

I.6 Dewatering shall be included in the Rates and prices of items in BOQ for pipe laying and similar works under Class I.

I.7 Rates and prices entered in the BOQ includes breaking and temporary reinstatement of roads of Class K. 

I.8 Rates and prices entered in the BOQ includes asphalt/tar/concrete cutting to relevant road authority standards and maintaining road surface until handing-over to Road Authorities. 

I.9 The Rates includes cost of transportation, handling, loading, unloading and other expenses to transport pipes and jointing materials from Employer’s store to sites. List of Employer’s stores specified in Section 13 in this document.

I.10 Rates and prices entered in the BOQ includes cost of crossing of sewer or drain, fence, wall, hedges and other underground services.

I.11 Cost for application of Joint protection materials and wrapping the entire mechanical joints as per specification included in the Rates. 

I.12 The laying length for common trench means the length of largest bore pipe including fittings. The Rate includes cost for laying of all pipes in same trench. 

I.13 All costs for protection of staked pipes/ fittings/ accessories, protection of open trench or pits including decking and road barricades and follow all related safety procedures as per the specification included in the Rate. 

I.14 Pipe laying Rates includes for pressure testing, cleaning, disinfection of pipelines and temporary road reinstatement.

I.15 Pipe laying shall be measured excluding valves, manholes, other chambers which are measured as stated under Class J.  

I.16 Pipe laying shall be measured excluding culvert crossings except Type A1a, A2a & A3a. Pipe laying shall be measured excluding bridge crossings, railway crossings, which are measured separately under Class K.

I.17 Road crossings shall not be paid separately. 

I.18 Laying of warning tape as specified in the Specification for different pipe materials included in the Rates of the pipe laying.

I.19 Cost for handling or double handling of excavated material included in pipe laying item Rates in the BOQ.

I.20 Descriptive feature 3 to 8 depth categories in Third Division of Class I are superseded by the BOQ.

CLASS J – PIPEWORK – FITTINGS AND VALVES
J.1. Rates and prices entered in the BOQ excludes supply of fittings, valves, surface boxes, specials, flange protection material and accessories.

J.2. Pressure class for both HDPE and uPVC fittings up to the diameter of 225mm not considered separately for the Rates in BOQ. Rates for fittings included for necessary thrust block as indicated in type drawings (The relevant thrust block for the relevant pressure class of the fitting shall be used).

J.3. Fittings on pipes in trenches shall be measured and paid separately as extra over to pipe laying.

J.4. Valve item shall be measured between the two couplings/ flange of flange adaptors/stub flange joint as specified in the relevant type drawings and payment will be made accordingly. 

J.5. Washouts, fire hydrants, air valves, inline valves, associated fittings and specials shall be measured in full value and all necessary works included in the Rate as indicated in type drawings. Rate includes for in-situ concrete or precast concrete valve chambers/ protecting tube with surface box and associated all components as indicated in the type drawings.

J.6. Depth ranges of other stated chambers classified as per the BOQ and refer relevant rules in the Class K.

J.7. The Rates includes cost of transportation, handling, loading, unloading and other expenses to transport pipes and jointing materials from Employer’s store to sites. List of Employer’s stores are specified in Section 13 in this document.

J.8. Dewatering included in the Rates and prices of items in the BOQ for fittings and valves and similar works under Class J.

J.9. Cost for application of Joint protection materials and wrapping the entire mechanical joints as per specification included in the Rates. 

J.10. Cost of Marker post included in the Rates of valves under Class J.

CLASS K -   PIPEWORK – MANHOLES AND PIPEWORK ANCILLARIES

K.1. Rates and prices entered in the BOQ excludes supply of pipes, fittings, valves, surface boxes, specials, flange protection material and accessories.

K.2. Rates and prices for pipe laying excludes for the items given below and considered separately under provisional sums.

1. Bridge Crossings.
2. Railway Crossings.  

K.3. The Rates includes cost of transportation, handling, loading, unloading and other expenses to transport pipes and jointing materials from Employer’s store to sites. List of Employer’s stores specified in Section 13 in this document.

K.4. Rates and prices entered in the BOQ under Class I or J covers all descriptive features come within other stated chambers, temporary reinstatement under reinstatement and timber/metal supports left in excavations under other pipework ancillaries of Class K activities required to complete the work. Cost incurred for such work of Class K not paid separately under Class K.

K.5. Rates and prices entered in the BOQ under Class J covers all descriptive features come within other stated chambers, outfall structures and marker posts under other pipework ancillaries of Class K activities required to complete the work as per the drawings. Cost incurred for such work of Class K not paid separately under Class K. 

K.6. Dewatering included in the Rates and prices of items in the BOQ for crossings and similar works under Class K.

K.7. Cost of crossings includes for earthworks, diversion of waterways, coffer damming if necessary, breaking through abutments/wing walls if necessary, reinstatement of those, providing suitable thrust blocks/ anchor blocks where necessary, painting on all exposed pipes, fittings and other materials, supply and application of specified flange joint protections as per the Contract, supply and fixing of pipe strap where necessary, supply and fixing of specified protection covers for air valve as per the Contract and all other necessary works to complete the crossing excluding column supports.

L.7 Second Division height categories of Class L given under items in the CESSM3 in accordance with the height categories given in the BOQ for the purpose of Rates and prices.
